Provides public health services to all residents of the County includmg communicable disease
investigation and containment, immunizations and:testing for tuberculosis.

Who is the program intended to serve? How many are served?

All residents of all ages. Over 200 Communicable Disease investigations, over 2000 TB skin tests, over a

thousand phone consults, well over 500 immunizations for flu, hepatitis and other dlseases, any many

more served from prevention and wellness program activities.

Are the program benefits long-lasting and essential to the service populations?

Yes. Prevention of disease through immunization and education, elimination of the source of disease so

it does not spread or rapid identification of persons exposed to disease may be life saving interventions.
Communicable disease reporting and programs are state mandated.

Is this program directly or indirectly related to or does it support any othar prégram in this
department or another department? If so, how?

Inter-relates with all other department programs. Supports the Sheriff’s Dept, PVHC, and Human
Services by providing TB skin tests, Hepatitis A vaccine to food service employees, flu vaccine for
employees, Hepatitis B vaccine and titers and consult on employee and jail health issues.

How does this program make the department or county government more effective or
efficient, including any intergovernmental relationship?

Maintains the health of the general population as well as other County employees.

How do you determine/measure if this program has been effectively provided and
implemented?

. By monitoring the rate/spread of communicable diseases, immunizations rates for vaccine preventable

diseases, nursing chart reviews, staff and customer feedback.
Could the county cost-effectively subcontract this program?
No. It takes a long time to become proficient in communicable disease surveillance and investigation

and this is not a readily available service. Many families need access to free vaccines for their children.
Most private agencies will not make home visits to give flu vaccine to homebound elderly. We serve the
